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WHO AM I?
I was born on January 8 1947, I am an English singer, songwriter, multi-instrumentalist, producer, arranger and mixer, whose work spans more than four decades. A knowing, indulgent and occasionally camp figure, I am universally recognised as one of the most accomplished and inspired artists in popular music. Throughout the 1970s I took cues from art, philosophy and literature, and appeared to elevate popular music to a more sophisticated level while cleverly not overplaying the gravitas card. I am also a film and stage actor, music video director and visual artist.
I first caught the eye and ear of the public in the autumn of 1969, when my space-age mini-melodrama "Space Oddity" reached the top five of the UK singles chart. After a three-year period of experimentation I re-emerged in 1972 during the glam-rock era under the guise of the flamboyant, androgynous alter ego Ziggy Stardust , spearheaded by the hit single "Starman" and the album The Rise and Fall of Ziggy Stardust and the Spiders from Mars. The relatively short-lived Ziggy persona epitomised a career defined by consistent musical innovation, reinvention and striking visual presentation.

In 1975 I achieved my first major American crossover success with the number-one single "Fame" and the hit album Young Americans, which I identified as “plastic soul”. The sound constituted a radical shift in style that initially alienated many of my UK devotees. I then confounded the expectations of both my record label and my American audiences by recording the minimalist and challenging 1977 album Low – the first of three collaborations with Brian Eno. My most experimental works to date, the so-called "Berlin Trilogy", nevertheless produced three UK top-five albums. The anthem-like, towering title track of the second work "Heroes" (1977) is widely regarded as a milestone in rock and pop.

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Speaker: Robyn Kilpatrick:

One major campaign that was quite disturbing to all of us was called Torture Flights. What is a torture flight and how did it begin?
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Behind the scenes, Bush and Rumsfeld approved an SAP or "special-access program" within the CIA. By its very nature, only a handful of top level government officials are aware of the existence of an SAP. This particular SAP endowed the CIA, Navy Seals, and Army Delta Force with the power to assassinate, kidnap and, of course, to torture. Concurrently, the CIA began creating the American Gulag by establishing secret prisons in places like Diego Garcia Island.  To put it in simple terms, a torture flight is when a prisoner is sent off to be tortured in a foreign country that has no human rights.
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Robyn informed us of some campaigns that Amnesty are involved in or have been involved in. One major campaign  that received media attention was the one concerning Van Nguyen and his fight against his execution.  
Amnesty believes the death penalty is inhuman and barbaric. Some people may agree with this, but others may say that by executing one person would that save the lives of many others or would this be just like one small fish in a big pond?  Is the death penalty really a deterrent?
